What:  The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act requires State Education Agencies to complete a State Performance Plan (SPP) every six years. The SPP is a new requirement under IDEA 2004, and requires all states to develop a plan to evaluate efforts to implement the requirements and purposes of IDEA priorities and describe how they will improve such implementation.

Some examples of the priorities measured by CDE could be:

· Graduation rates with a regular diploma among students with IEPs compared to graduation rates with a regular diploma for all youth;

· Percent of youth with IEPs dropping out of high school compared to all youth dropping out;

· Participation and performance of students with IEPs on statewide assessments;

· Numbers of suspensions and expulsions by district, discrepancies between students with IEPs and without IEPs;

· Record of timely resolution of written compliance complaints.
