We are a team of researchers from the Counseling Psychology program at 
The University of Memphis who are studying the effect of fathering on 
men's well-being and life satisfaction. The title of our study 
is “Challenges of Fatherhood”. 

For one part of this study we will ask questions to fathers who have children with disabilities. Literature on coping reactions of parents with disabled children mainly focused on the negative effects of having disabled children on parents’ life. We hope to be able to answer questions regarding the positive consequences of having a child 
with disabilities on the part of the fathers. The study has been reviewed and approved by the Institutional Research Review Board. 

So far we have collected data from about 40 fathers who have children with disabilities; however, we would like responses from many more fathers in order to ensure that our findings will be meaningful.
