AEP achieved a great victory after the reauthorization of the IDEA when the IDEA Conference Committee specified in their report that “early intervening services should make use of supplemental instructional materials, where appropriate, to support student learning.”

However, this language was not included in the preliminary regulations and stands to be ignored in the final regulations. If the supplemental publishing industry does not act now, educators may not know that they can purchase supplemental materials with IDEA funding, and we will lose our place in the market.
AEP wants to change that. We want to have language included in the IDEA regulations under section 613(f) that clarifies that supplemental instructional materials may be used in serving students for early intervention.
