· AB 304 Huff: Would require any licensed child care facility to give a copy of their disaster plan to the fire department, law enforcement agencies, and civil defense and other disaster authorities in the area or community in which the facility is located, upon request of the fire department, law enforcement agency, or civil defense or other disaster authority.  6-28 signed by governor
· AB 313 Benoit, Evans, Lieu: Would require DSS to establish a licensed child day care facility rating system for quality of care and child safety after implementing an unannounced visitation system of at least once every three years for family day care homes, and at least once every two years for child day care centers  and would require that the department post the rating on the department’s Internet Web site and update the posted ratings as often as possible to maintain current and accurate information. Would require each facility to post its rating in a conspicuous place at the facility.  Two-year bill
· AB 683 Runner: “Would change the required birthday for kindergarten and 1st grade admission to November 1 for the 2009–10 2010–11 school year, October 1 for the 2010–11 2011–12 school year, and September 1 for the 2011–12 2012–13 September 1 for the 2009-2010 school year and each school year thereafter. An elementary school would also be required, for the 2007–08 to 2011–12 school years, inclusive, to admit a child to the 1st grade if he or she has completed one school year of kindergarten.” Two-year bill
· AB 881 Mullin: Raises the age until which a child must be in the back seat “an appropriate child passenger restraint system meeting applicable federal motor vehicle safety standards” from 6 to 8, unless the child is 4’9” or taller.  This eliminates the 60-lb exception. SENATE: 3rd Hearing File Date 09/06/07
· AB 975 Solario: Would continue to fund the program requiring local R&Rs to provide training and support to license-exempt child care providers in a culturally and linguistically sensitive manner.   Two-year bill
· AB 1475 Galgiani: Would expand list of mandated reporters to include commercial computer technicians who come across computer pictures of children being subject to, or involved in, sexual abuse. Failed passage.  Reconsideration granted 6/5
· SB 7 Oropeza: Would make it an infraction punishable by a fine not exceeding $100 for a person to smoke a pipe, cigar, or cigarette containing tobacco or any other plant in a motor vehicle with a minor in it, whether in motion or at rest. $100 fine. To Committee on Rules 8/30/07
