Save School-age Day Care Centers

California Senate Bill 309 (SB 309) has passed the Senate and Assembly and is headed to Governor Brown's desk. Please call Governor Brown now and urge him to sign SB 309 into law! Your immediate action is crucial. Sponsored by AbilityFirst and authored by Senator Carol Liu, SB 309 would permit young people with disabilities between the ages of 18 and 22 to remain in school-age day care centers such as our After School Programs, allowing these high school students to remain with their peers rather than be prematurely transitioned to "adult" programs.

Protect Affordable and Accessible Housing 

For adults with developmental disabilities -- and for the families of many children with DD -- affordable and accessible housing may be their most important support next to Lanterman Act services. Please help save funding for housing by asking Governor Brown to take two actions: Veto Senate Bill x1 8, a bill that would let redevelopment agencies raid their low- and moderate-income housing accounts and not repay them for up to 10 years. SBx1 8 would cripple many affordable, accessible housing projects around the state for a decade.

Fight to Protect Federal Programs

After much debate, Congressional leaders and President Obama reached a deficit reduction and debt deal in time to avoid defaulting on the Nation’s debt. Our work to convince legislators to protect Medicaid in the short term made a difference! Now, we must redouble our efforts as more grave threats lie ahead.
